(left) a terrace of houses 
that commemorates the 
creation of the 
Parliamentary Borough 
of Brighton in 1832. 
 

Brighton became a County Borough in 1854. On the 
east side is the former National School building of 
1855, part of St.Stephen’s Church Montpelier Place. 
It was built for the Rev. George Wagner, and is now 
used as offices. 
 
13) Norfolk Terrace- including Belvedere Terrace 
was built about 1852 for Mary Wagner on her land 
behind Belvedere House, which stood on the Park 
Royal site. The house was in a Jacobean style built 
1840, later converted to Park Royal Hotel and 
demolished in 1965. 
 

14) Montpelier Road- (above) once ran from the 
seafront to Lewes Road. It has many listed 
buildings, featuring ammonite pilasters and the shell 
decorations of A.H.Wilds. 
15) Temple Street- dates from the 1830s. 
 

16) St. Michael’s Church- 
(right) St. Michael and All 
Angels church is a grade 1 
listed building by 
G.F.Bodley and W.Burges, 
in two parts. The south isle 
of 1862 was the first red 
brick church in Brighton. 
In 1895 a new building by 
Burges incorporated the 
other to form a cathedral 
style church. 
 St. Michael’s Church also features the stained glass 
windows of William Morris and Burne-Jones. 
17)  Montpelier Villas- (below) consists of 20 late-
Regency Italianate style villas built 1845 and home 
of TV personality Gilbert Harding in the 1950s. 
18) Montpelier Terrace- numbers 1 to 5 were built 
first in the 1830s followed by 6 to 13 with 
Montpelier Villas around 1845. Dance band leader 
Ray Noble was born at no. 1 in 1903 where his 
father a Doctor had his surgery. On the south side of 
Montpelier Terrace the red brick Montpellier Lodge 
(right), was joined to Arnold House on the site of 
Heather Court Flats and formed  a well known hotel 
with 300 guests per week catering for the British 
holiday maker of the 1920-1960s. Many other hotels 
and guest houses were in business in this area but 
closed  in the 1960s.

The Montpelier and Clifton Hill Association 
was founded in 1970 to preserve and enhance the 
character and amenities of this area. We are 
represented on the Brighton and Hove [17]City 
Council’s Conservation Advisory Group.  
Our aim is to encourage developments that reflect  
[13] the character of the surrounding houses in 
materials and design. We have campaigned 
successfully, with local people, for tree planting 
and against developments that we felt were 
unsuitable for the area, such as a multi-storey car 
park on the site of Marlborough Mews. 
Every quarter we hold a public  [18]  meeting for 
members and their friends, usually with a talk 
illustrated with slides. The Association also 
organises regular outings by coach to a historic 
house or garden.

19) Hampton Place- was built from the1820s.
